Regulatory reform

Alan and Tom did not have time to draft a response to the proposed new DEP rules, some of which included bypass of local input on Wetland Issues.  Alan indicated that there are similar issues with new state regulations for other boards.  Need to have input back to DEP by November 21.  Agreed that we need to register our disapproval of new regulations that remove local input from new energy projects.  Norm will sign as representative of entire Con Com, who unanimously approve.  

Selectboard approved Allan’s continued involvement in the Massaemet project, deciding there is no personal interest that would create a conflict of interest.  
Mt Massaemet Windfarm

Norman recused himself and moved to audience side of room, and Steve assume role of temporary chair.
Members of the public present were invited to make brief comments.  Issues/concerns brought up were the Core Area identification for Mt. Massaemet and High Ledges in the Shelburne Open Space and Recreation Plan, 2004, and importance of contiguous space for wildlife.  

The Commission spent the bulk of the meeting going over and refining a draft letter to ZBA, advising on impacts on wetlands and wildlife.  It was agreed that more project details are needed, as well as research on wildlife issues.  The draft was read to audience.
