Approval of Minutes

The Minutes of the Sept. 3, 2013 meeting were unanimously approved.

Review of correspondence, announcements

· National Grid – Transmission Line Refurbishment Project/replacement of wooden poles

· MACC – annual dues for FY2014.  We will wait until Thom is appointed next week so that he will get his name in the MACC registry.  $174 annual dues, unanimously approved.
· DCR – Forestry Best Management Practices manual, and notice of celebration of 100 years of Town Forests.
· Planning board has requested volunteers to serve on advisory committee to review solar panel project bylaws.  Tom Miner has agree to volunteer.

Building permits

· Jubinville, 15 Allen Rd – new home construction – Approved

· Crowley, 123 Frank Williams Rd – inground pool – Approved

· Lewandowski, 80 Old Village Rd – new porch and dormer windows – Approved

· Hannigan, 247 Barnard Rd – rebuilding house destroyed by fire, expand house foundation and add new deck.  There is a stream about 140 feet from work, but it is not perennial according to the USGS map.  visited by Tom and Steve, Tom will approve. 

New Business

Request for comments on Community Development Strategy.  We reviewed each of the activities of ConCom and agreed that they should keep going with one exception.  The possibility of sponsoring a Shelburne youth at the Mass. Junior Conservation Camp due to lack of funding and that the program at Chesterfield is probably only going to be around for one more year.  
Old Business 

· Fanale Enforcement Order – restoration plan status, work completed by Simpson.  Tom drafted a letter to Fanale saying the work has been done and we will come back.  
· Hurley – update on repair of retaining wall and filling of sink hole.  Work was done the last week of Sept. and looks in good order 
· Clark Corvair has a buyer for property on 400 Mohawk Trail (Rt. 2)(Lot in Book 1554, pages 79 & 81), but has been flagged by lawyer because there is an outstanding Certificate of Compliance from 1993 (DEP file number 282-36).  We have a copy of the original Order of Conditions.   Bill Latrell (soil scientist) certified that the work was done properly.  We created a new Certificate of Compliance that was unanimously approved.

· Thom Simmons recommended for appointment to fill Commission vacancy, and the Selectboard would like to meet him at its next meeting on Oct. 7.  Tom Miner will also attend.

New Business

Joe Judd left message for Tom regarding tree that might have been on the endangered list, but it turns out it is not.  Joe wanted to know who to contact at Mass. Heritage to get their view on the project.  Tom will inquire whether the fact the project is in Priority Habitat will trigger an automatic review by Mass Heritage.  

Agreed we should move forward on having a ConCom separate budget, as required by law.  Will need to meet with Selectboard.
