Forest Cutting Plan


Chris Davenport, 26 acres on Shelburne Center Road, Tom Brule prepared plan.

RDA Hearing Continuation 7:45


Continuation of RDA hearing on Mehiel (Mole Hollow) RDA property on Deerfield Ave.  Tory presented new plan that included footing drainage that will tie into town storm drain.  A sump will be put in southeast corner of new foundation, pump to ground level and run a drain to tie into existing town storm drain.  ConCom requested that the basement sump be constructed with a lip to avoid discharge of any materials accidentally spilled in the cellar.  We agreed that the drain outlet could be relocated to "daylight" directly into the drainage ditch (where town storm drain discharges), thus avoiding need to cut a trench through Deerfield Avenue.  Majority of member at initial public meeting (Tom, Norm, Steve) approved the RDA and all members present signed.

Organizational Matters


We had a discussion of winter wetlands delineation policy.  In the recent Rainville property RDA we could not go out to check delineations due to snow cover.  Fortunately in that case there was already some familiarity of ComCom members with the property.  A policy that allows us flexibility to delay a determination may be required.  Tom presented policies used in Conway for discussion and possible use after modification.  


Discussed peer review consulting fees that allow ConCom to hire a professional to review a large plan.  A written policy and separate account must be in place to provide for this process.  Tom presented a bylaw that was used by Conway.  

Tom presented a draft of annual report for us to provide feedback, and final copy of memo requesting a part time clerk.
