Forest Cutting Plans

Chris Davenport, 26 acres on Shelburne Center Road, Tom Brule prepared plan (update with comments and signature from Allison Wright-Hunter, State Forester).


John Payne, 6 acres on Bardwells Ferry Road and 79 acres on Zerah Fiske Road (2 separate plans)

James Logan, 117 acres on Wilson Graves Road.  Plan shows steep slopes.  State Forester directed that cutting occur when ground is dry or frozen.

John Lee, 74 acres on Little Mohawk Road

Public Meeting on RDA - 7:45 PM

Opened meeting on RDA construction of an animal waste storage facility at Foxbard Farm, 400 Bardwell Ferry Road.  Possible wetland issues.  After discussion with landowner it was agreed that determination of wetlands would be difficult in current snow conditions and that hearing could be postponed until regular April meeting.
