Mail, Cutting Plans, Building Permits
MACC dues will be $231 for the coming year. The Commission agreed that the dues should be paid.
A cutting plan had been received, it was an extension of an already approved plan for Foxbard Farm.
A building permit for Jane Dunning, to make repairs to her porch, had been approved.

Organizational Matters
With Susan Berger having left the Commission, a new member is needed. A notice will be placed in the Two Town News about the need for a member.

7:15 p.m. – RDA Meeting, David Freitas, Old Greenfield Road
David would like to build a small barn, about 24’ x 30’ feet on the site of a former barn, which was removed many years ago. The new building would be between 75 to 100 feet back from the road, and it would be 60 feet from an existing pond. The pond has no inflow or outflow and at 7,500 square feet in size, is not jurisdictional. No trees will be removed. A motion was made by John H to approve the RDA application of David Freitas as a Negative 1(the area described in the request is not an area subject to protection under the WPA), with no conditions. This was seconded by John R. Roll call vote: John H – yes; John R – yes; Steve – yes; Norm – yes.  Motion passed 4-0-0. 

New Business
April and Jae Helenek are thinking of purchasing the former Arrowhead Shops 1105 Mohawk Trail. They are aware of wetland issues and were seeking advice from the Commission as to what they might be able to do with the property. The Heleneks would like to convert the existing building into five or six efficiency apartments and add decks to the back of the building. The roadway behind the building would be turned into small yards for each apartment with privacy fences separating the yards. There are also two small dilapidated buildings on the property. Those are very close to the wetlands and probably cannot be used. Con Com approval will be needed for any construction on that site due to the proximity of wetlands. It was suggested that the Heleneks file an RDA, but it may be necessary to have a wetlands scientist delineate the wetlands. 

Old Business
Anonymous Letter – John H had spoken with the landowner who had been anonymously reported to have been excavating near a stream. The excavator had only been used to move logs no excavating had been done. Norm said the Commission did not typically deal with anonymous letters but felt this one needed a followed up.
