Meeting Called to order at 5:30 pm by Todd Dubreuil.  Present: Jim Burnham and Terri Mitchell.

5:45 pm – Conservation Commission & Zoning Board - John Richardson joined the meeting representing the Conservation Commission.  Both the Conservation Commission and the Zoning Board have requested in their budgets increases for their Clerical Assistant, Faye Whitney, to $30.00/hour.  The remainder of their budgets are similar to last year’s requests.
6:00 pm – Board of Assessors – Karen Tonelli joined the meeting to present the Assessor’s budget request for FY 2027.  The overall budget is slightly lower the FY 2026.  Contracted Services are up $5,000 over last year.  Audio on the Zoom connection was lost so we were unable to ask further questions.
6:20 pm – Emergency Management Director – Tom Williams, Director, withdrew a request he had made for an emergency generator for the warming/cooling center at Cowell Gym.  He is looking for other funding sources.
6:50 pm – Police Budget – Chief Greg Bardwell presented his FY 2027 budget.  Overall Operating Expenses are down slightly from last year and the Personnel Costs are up approximately $ 20,000 over last year.  The increases are attributed to the COLA increases, offered by the Selectboard, and slight pay increases in addition to the COLA keeping our salaries in line with other towns.

· Motion made to approve 1/12/26, 2/9/26, 2/23/26, and 3/9/26 draft meeting minutes as written.  All in favor, motion passed unanimously.

· Community Action Pioneer Valley – Emergency Food Panty – The Town has received a request from he Community Action to fund the Emergency Food Pantry.  Terry is going to request additional information in regards to their request.
· Reviewed the Warrant for the Special Town Meeting, scheduled for 4/8/2026, with the Selectboard.
· Listened to information presented by Andrew in regards to 49 Mechanic Street.  He is placing several articles on the warrant for the Annual Town Meeting.  The Finance Committee had not been provided any information on Andrew’s request prior to the meeting and requested information be forwarded to us for explanation and review.  We will bring our questions tor the next meeting.
