


Regulation of the Shelburne Board of Health 
Nicotine-Free Generation Regulation

No Tobacco Sales to Persons born on or after January 1, 2006.
1. If this regulation is approved by the Shelburne Board of Health, no retailer or person shall sell or provide a tobacco product to a person born on or after January 1, 2006, and the following sections of the Regulation of the Shelburne Board of Health Restricting the Sale of Tobacco Products will be changed as follows: 
a. Required Signage: In section D. 2. of the, part a. shall stipulate in part (ii): “a statement that sale of tobacco products, including e-cigarettes or to a person born on or after January 1, 2006 is prohibited” instead of “to someone younger than 21 years of age.”
b. Identification: In section D. 3. a. it shall stipulate that “Each person selling or distributing tobacco products shall first verify the age of every purchaser of tobacco products by means of a valid government-issued photographic identification containing the bearer's date of birth that the purchaser is born before January 1, 2006” instead of “21 or older.” 
c. Tobacco Product Sales Permit: In Section E. 7. it shall stipulate that “A tobacco product sales permit will not be renewed if the permit holder has sold a tobacco product to a person born on or after January 1, 2006 three times within the previous permit year and the time to appeal has expired” instead of “under the age of 21.”
d. In section T. Violations, Policies Subject to Local Policy Fines would include Nicotine Free Generation / Sales to persons born on or after January 1, 2006.
